5 APRIL: PALM SUNDAY (Red/Purple)

Collect: Almighty and everlasting God, who in your tender love towards the human race sent your Son our Saviour Jesus Christ to take upon him our flesh and to suffer death upon the cross: grant that we may follow the example of his patience and humility, and also be made partakers of his resurrection; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.  Amen.

Psalm 31. 9-16
Be gracious to me, O LORD, for I am in distress, my eye wastes away from grief, my soul and body also. For my life is spent with sorrow, and my years with sighing; my strength fails because of my misery, and my bones waste away. I am the scorn of all my adversaries, a horror to my neighbours, an object of dread to my acquaintances; those who see me in the street flee from me. I have passed out of mind like one who is dead; I have become like a broken vessel. Psalm 118. 14-24
The LORD is my strength and my might; he has become my salvation. There are glad songs of victory in the tents of the righteous: ‘The right hand of the LORD does valiantly; the right hand of the LORD is exalted; the right hand of the LORD does valiantly.’ I shall not die, but I shall live, and recount the deeds of the LORD. The LORD has punished me severely, but he did not give me over to death. Open to me the gates of righteousness, that I may enter through them and give thanks to the LORD. The boundary lines have fallen for me in pleasant places; I have a goodly heritage.  I bless the Lord who gives me counsel; in the night also my heart instructs me. Yet you are holy, enthroned on the praises of Israel. In you our ancestors trusted; they trusted, and you delivered them. To you they cried, and were saved; in you they trusted, and were not put to shame. But I am a worm, and not human; scorned by others, and despised by the people.
